LETTER TO THE
BROTHERS AND
SISTERS IN CHRIST

[ ISRAEL’S FOES’ PLOT ]

O God, do not keep silent; be not quiet, O God, be not
still. See how your enemies are astir, how your foes rear
their heads. With cunning they conspire against your
people; they plot against those you cherish. “Come,” they
say, “let us destroy them as a nation, that the name of
Israel be remembered no more.” With one mind they plot
together; they form an alliance against you—the tents of
Edom and the Ishmaelites, of Moab and the Hagrites,
Gebal, Ammon and Amalek, Philistia, with the people of
Tyre. Even Assyria has joined them to lend strength to the
descendants of Lot.

Do to them as you did to Midian, as you did to Sisera
and Jabin at the river Kidron, who perished at Endor and
became like refuse on the grounds. Make their princes like
Zebah and Zalmunna, who said, “Let us take possession of
the pasture - lands of God.” PSALM 83:1-12.

Last month we traced back Israel’s history and
covered the period from the late nineteenth century to the
current conflict between the two states; Palestine and
Israel after Israel’s War of Independence in 1948 and the
Six-Day War in 1967, both of which Israel miraculously
won over the Arab nations.

During these periods of crisis hundreds of thousands
of Arabs fled their homes and never had a chance to
return home after Israel’s victory. This meant that eight
hundred thousand Palestinians lost their homes.
According to Charles H. Dyer an author of the book
entitled in ‘What’s Next?’(2004, Moody Publishers,
Chicago), there is a little known side story about the
conflict between the two. During these periods, it was not
only Arabs that lost their home. Nearly equal numbers of
Jews were also forced to flee Muslim countries such as
Egypt, Morocco, Tunisia, Iraq and Iran, and some of them
fled with nothing but only the clothes on their backs. But
these refugees were accepted by lIsrael, and after they
found homes and jobs, they were absorbed as rightful
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members of the society, while the Arab nations isolated most of the Arabian refugees in some refugee
camps. According to the Poverty Report (Israel’s national Insurance Institute), about 20% of Israelis
live under poverty today while nearly 60% of all Palestinians are regarded to be living under poverty.
Thus the “Palestinian problem” has continued for decades, up to this day. Since Isracl’s War of
Independence and the Six-Day War, considerable negotiations and peace treaties have been attempted
to bring peace to the land: Henry Kissinger’s “shuttle diplomacy” in the early 1970s, the first public
recognition of Israel’s right to exist as a nation by Egypt’s President Anwar Sadat who was
regrettably assassinated in 1981 presumably because of his signing the peace treaty between President
Bill Crinton, PLO Chairman Yasser Arafat and Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin (who was also
unfortunately assassinated in 1995) on 13th Sep. ’93, the presentation of a blueprint in 2000 for
resolution, which included the establishment of a Palestinian state, the complete recognition of Israel
by the Palestinians, and also the virtual return of all territory in the West Bank that was captured by
Israel in the Six-Day War. However, in spite of all these attempts there seems to be no long-term,
once-and-for-all resolution to the Palestinian problem. On the contrary, suicide bombers, midnight air
raids, terrorist attacks and so on do not seem to cease fire in Israel.

As quoted from Psalm 83 at the beginning of this letter, the very existence of Israel, God’s
chosen nation as His representative lies at the heart of the world’s problem. Especially the Islamic
world’s unceasing hostility against all those who support Israel reveals the fact that their faith in a
different god creates problems. It is neither poverty, nor different politics, nor social, cultural, racial,
historical, and linguistic difference that ultimately drives people to unceasing conflict and deep-seated
hatred, but spiritual difference alone. The reason why attempted dialogues, agreements, negotiations,
peace treaties over territory and borders seem to have fallen apart so far would lie in the fact that they
missed the most fundamental issue that had caused the tension and strife between the Jews and the
Arabs, i.e., their religious, never-compromising difference. According to Dyer, the Muslims have
adopted a religious argument akin to the Christian “Replacement theology” against the Jewish people:
‘You have been dispossessed as a people. God was so angry with you that He replaced you with the Christian
church, and Christianity, in turn, was replaced by Islam. You have no rights to this land; it belongs to Allah. Not
S0 much as one acre of this land can be controlled by an independent, sovereign nation of Israel. You may live
in the land as Jews, but you cannot control it. We cannot grant you sovereignty over it, because it isn’t ours to
give. It belongs to Allah.” He argues, ‘...No matter how hard we try to rid the world of terrorists, the underlying
problem still remains. And that problem is the deep, fundamental religious philosophy that says, “Everything
once conquered for Allah belongs to Allah.” The very existence of the State of Israel challenges the authoritative
claims of Islam.” (‘What’s Next?').

Knowing that Israel possesses nuclear weapons and has the ability to deliver a nuclear strike
anytime against Muslim nations in the Middle East, the Arab nations have sought to develop their
own nuclear, biological and chemical weapons, and they have also sought to obtain missile systems
capable of launching these weapons into the land of Israel. At the present time, it is globally
understood that if Israel were to be attacked by her neighbours (Iran, Egypt, Lebanon, and so on) and
threatened, the US would step in. Among her neighbours, Iran’s President Mahmoud Ahmadineyad’s
repeated threat to Israel is getting serious as Iran’s ability to use nuclear weapon to achieve its goal is
getting ready (whose readiness is reported to be in January 2009, this month!). The recent escalataion
of political tension is not surprising considering the fact that Israel may chose to attack Iran before
Iran is ready to respond to Israel with nuclear weapons. Iranian leaders are said to believe that
“Islam” demands the destruction of the Jewish State because it is their god Allah’s will. According to
a report, the depth of Iran’s hatred for Israel was made evident in the case of the Olympic swim trials
in Croatia last summer. The Iranian government ordered its athlete not to participate when it learned
that none of the swimmers was a Jew from Israel. If what Iran’s President declares repeatedly is what
he really means, the only non-violent way of stopping its plans to attack Israel with nuclear weapons
is in the form of sanctions by other nations. International, economic, social and political sanctions
against the Iranian regime should be tried and they might work. However, it is also likely that the
world would be reluctant to apply economic sanctions against the Iranian regime. It is a renowned
fact that Iran has oil and worldwide support from Muslim regimes along with almost automatic and
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strong support from Russia and China. Thus, today there are strong arguments for the possibility of
another worldwide Holocaust.

As mentioned above, the fact that too few Palestinians truly desire peace is the main roadblock to
peace in the Middle East. Many Muslim groups like Hamas and Hezbollah believe that there will be
no peace unless the State of Israel is eliminated and the Jews are destroyed. The former Israeli Prime
Minister Ariel Sharon said on 18th Nov.’04: ‘Palestinian education propaganda is more dangerous to
Israel than Palestinian weapons.” While the Palestinian authority has shown a stance of preparing its
citizens for a two-state solution, its education from pre-school through high school denies its lip
service. In the schools, Palestinian children are consistently taught to hate Israel, to deny Israel’s
legitimacy, to demonise Israelis and Jews and not to seek peace but to glorify violent struggle as a
religious goal. According to an article entitled in ‘Palestinian Hate-Education Continues’ (a bi-yearly
magazine ‘Israel & Christians Today,” Summer ’08), a Palestinian version of Mickey Mouse called
“Farfar” plays a role in helping the hate education, telling the children in a Mickey-like voice to pray
until there is “world leadership under Islamic leadership,” and to oppose the “oppressive invading
Zionist occupation.” In one period (on 11th May, ’07), “Farfar” cheated on an exam and his excuse
was, “Because the Jews destroyed my house and I left my books and notes under the rubble ...” and
he advised other children, “I’m calling on all children to read more and more to prepare for exams
because the Jews don’t want us to learn.” It is no surprise that in books produced under Arafat , Israel
is not present in maps of the Modern Middle East and instead of Israel, both modern and ancient
maps show a sovereign state of Palestine, to say nothing of the elimination disparaged as “Zionist
gangs,” “colonial imperialists,” “racists” and “killers” with genocidal intentions. On the other hand,
Palestinian youth are exhorted to fight Israel for political gains and also religious “Jihad”, whose
ultimate goals are “Right for Allah” (the place to fight Islam’s enemies) and “Right for Palestine”.
The author of this article, pointing out the irony that the US provides funding to Palestinian education
without any of the oversight that it justly demands of American schools, appeals to readers on how
tragic it will be to implant the seeds of war in the next generation. It is terrible even to imagine the
consequence of raising up these youngsters with the emotional foundation of fear, hate and prejudice
established by the time of age five.

In the end, the only place where we are able to find a solution of the complexities of the Middle
East is in the Scripture. The Hebrew Bible (The Old Testament) chronicles God’s love and guidance,
punishment, and judgment against His covenant people Israel, but ultimately His persistent
faithfulness towards His chosen will be revealed and all prophecies concerning Israel will be
gloriously fulfilled. For the time being, ominously, darkness would continue to lie between the two as
the consequence of the hatred education. However, beyond darkness the Scripture foretells the day
when Israel and the Palestinians will be at peace. For the present it seems very difficult to imagine
such a peaceful, harmonious stable, prosperous and blessed time. There are many different scenarios
about the interim time between the present and the ultimate time of Christ’s kingdom on the earth.
The majority of them put an emerging figure of so-called anti-Christ as a precondition, who would
finally solve the Palestinian problem peacefully in his premier remedy. Along with many, Charles
Dyer depicts how the last scene may emerge in the following way.

It could be conjectured that on the one hand, any Israeli-Palestinian peace treaty will require the
Palestinians to grant Israel a right to exist in the land. On the other hand, Islamic fundamentalists
won’t accept it. Accordingly, as Ezekiel chs.38-39 predicts: After many days you (Gog, of the land
of Magog) will be called to arms. In future you will invade a land that has recovered from war,
whose people were gathered from many nations to the mountains of Israel, which had long been
desolate. They had been brought out from nations, and now all of them live in safety. You and all
your troops and the many nations with you will go up, advancing like a storm; you will be like a
cloud covering the land,” they (Magog, Put, Cush, Persia, Beth Togarmah) will attack Israel.
Significantly, all these countries Ezekiel mentioned were real countries in his time and can be
replaced by the present Iran, Sudan, the Armenian and Libya. Furthermore, it is pointed out that these
ancient regions all match up with areas that are dominated by Islamic fundamentalism today. Among
many biblical scenarios concerning what may soon happen in the Middle East, the final period of
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human history could be summarised as the following. Although I am presenting Dyer’s conjecture
here, it is true to say that the majority of his scenarios are not specifically different from what is
commonly conjectured among biblical scholars and teachers.

According to the Prophet Daniel, the final days begin with ‘a covenant with many’ for a seven-
year period of time, which will be established between the coming ultimate ruler (from the West) and
the Jews. The future European leader will emerge to show up as broker of a multinational peace
agreement, one who is finally to solve the deep-rooted Middle East crisis. While peace finally seems
to envelope the Middle East after decades of war and Israel will be at peace with her neighbouring
countries, more fundamentalist Islamic countries will react violently to the treaty and begin to plot to
launch a surprise attack against Israel as Ezekiel 38 predicts. This enemy’s invasion is, however, to be
defeated by God Himself for His purposes. According to Ezekiel, the war triggered by the attack of
Gog will first turn to show Israel that He alone is God. The precise moment when these invaders
reach Israel, there would be a divine intervention in the form of a devastating earthquake. Then, the
armies, confounded by a sudden earthquake, will fall into confusion. The panic will cause chaos in
the battlefield and the coalition of Israel’s enemies to fight among themselves, as the Scripture
prophesies: Everyman’s sword will be against his brother.’ ( Ez e kilethe end, &e natidny .
will know that without the benefit of an earthly army it was God’s war; with the deployment of the
power of nature such as ‘torrents of rain, hailstones and burning sulphur’ <Burning sulphur” is
conjectured to be a reference to a volcanic eruption on the Golan Heights.

Dyer puts it: “‘With the destruction of this Multinational army of Islamic fundamentalists, the Islamic world
will face a crisis of faith...This attack, launched under the banner of Islamic conquest, will incur the displeasure
of heaven. And as God turns against the Muslim fundamentalists, their stunning defeat will end their threat once
and for all. In contrast, the Jews will come to the realization that their nation was just delivered from certain
destruction by the hand of God. The new European leader, the one who brokered the peace treaty that
supposedly made Israel safe, did nothing. A national religious awakening begins to take hold to the true God
...but the Muslim fundamentalists, who were so convinced that God was on their side, are in absolute confusion.
God has turned against them!...Perhaps this European leader has some answers. When this leader appears to
die and rise again from the dead, they turn to him as a new prophet...Many in Israel will eventually reject his
claims of authority. But for a period of three and a half years he will appear to have authority...Though God will
destroy the invading Muslim forces that try to attack Israel...this ruler will himself begin assembling an army of
conquest. Their staging ground will be Israel..."Armageddon” is often used as the symbolic name for the final
battle of the ages. But the book of Revelation actually pictures it as the staging area from which the final military
campaign starts, not where the last battle ends...Daniel seems to indicate that Jordan will be something of a
safe haven for Israelis during the coming time of persecution. Egypt, Libya, and the “Nubians” —that is, the
black Africans south of Egypt —won't fare so well. The European leader will invade Africa...When Daniel
describes this ruler receiving disturbing news “from the East and from the North,”...presumably somewhere
toward Irag. Daniel doesn’t say specifically where, so we must be careful not to resort to the fill-in-the-blanks sort
of temptation that some can fall prey to and become too dogmatic. But it is plausible that this European ruler
could have received disturbing news from Babylon and Iraq, which are north and east of Jerusalem...What type
of report could so upset this ruler that he diverts his forces to launch such a vicious attack? Perhaps he receives
word that Babylon has cut off his oil supply. Without oil, his tanks and ships and planes — his entire military
machine—grinds to a flat. Perhaps Babylon and her other Arab allies formed a new alliance to oppose this
leader’s attack against fellow Arab nations in North Africa...The armies of the European leader destroy
Babylon...after crushing Babylon, the evil ruler returns to his original plans for conquest...The last battle in the
campaign of Armageddon will take place in the hill country of Judah, at the city of Jerusalem...Then comes the

final confrontation...God’s “road map for peace” goes right through the Mount of Olives!’ (‘What’Next?').
